HCP AUDITION PACKET

STEP 1:  Read the production contract and provide your signature as well as a parent signature.  Emailed or faxed contracts will not be accepted, the goal is to show that YOU are responsible enough to turn items in on time.  
STEP 2:  If you did not complete the 7th Grade Theater Arts or Theater Tech Design classes then you must be enrolled as an 8th grader in one of those classes to be considered.
STEP 3:  Memorize a one minute monologue for the audition (there are several options on the callboard in the drama hall but you are welcome to find one on your own to perform).  
STEP 4:  Read through the Frequently Asked Questions with your parents so that we can make good use of our time in the meeting.
STEP 5:  Attend the meeting during advisory on Wednesday March 23rd, bring the signed contract and any additional questions with you.  
HCP FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q: Do we rehearse outside of school?

A:  Yes, but there is typically only one mandatory afterschool rehearsal per play and the dates are given at the start of the year for planning.

Q:  I am in athletics/band/cheer/choir/dance ect… will I be able to manage HCP as well?

A:  Yes!  We have lots of students who do other activities and we often try to help coordinate with you.  We give you lots of notice with dates and it’s important to check for conflicts early so that we can help support you.
Q:  What if I miss class for a doctor appointment or illness.  
A:  We rehearse during our class time so please try to avoid scheduling appointments during this time.  Excessive absences during a production will have to be addressed on a case by case basis.
Q:  What if I only want to do tech, do I still have to act in class?

A:  Yes, all players will perform onstage in class.  HCP is an acting class, but you can sign up to run tech for the actual performances if you choose. 

Q:  Do we ever have to perform by ourselves?

A:  Yes!  Performing is what this class is all about.  It’s normal to feel some stage fright and we know that, however, every member of HCP is expected to be able to perform onstage in front of large groups.  
Q:  There was kissing in the last show, do I have to kiss somebody?

A:  No!  Not everyone is comfortable with that.  If there is a kissing scene we ask in auditions if that is something you are okay with.

Q:  If I earned referrals in 7th grade, am I eligible for HCP?

A:  Multiple referrals would be cause for dismissal from HCP and the HCP audition process.

4. I will keep my parents informed about my HCP schedule and I will communicate any conflicts that I have with the schedule ahead of time.  
5. I will complete assigned tasks, by the date set, because the company is depending on me to honor my responsibility. 

6. I will help and support others who might need my assistance.

7. I will have a good attitude and take my theater responsibilities seriously. 

8. I will respect all costumes, props, and equipment.
9. I will respect every member of the cast and crew.
10. I will enjoy my time in HCP and have lots of fun!
I understand that breaking the rules stated in this contract can result in my being removed from the play or removed from Hill Country Players, and that my grade will reflect those choices.
